Naming conventions

Initial Tdocs shall be requested via 3GU and the Tdocs will have a Tdoc-name C1ah-20xxxx.

During the meeting, revisions of Tdocs shall be requested via 3GU. This means that e.g. C1ah-200012 will be revised to C1ah-200034.

Subject field of emails shall take the format of [AgendaItemNumber_TdocNumber]. 

For example: 
[16.2.3.1_C1ah-200123] for an email related to document C1ah-200123 out of agenda item 16.2.3.1
Process for CT1#121bis-e electronic meeting

1) Submission of input contributions 

Tdoc number reservation and Tdoc submission will follow the regular CT1 process, i.e. it will be handled via 3GU portal in the same way as for a regular CT1 meeting. 
Tdocs will be uploaded to 3GU and will subsequently be stored on the 3GPP server like for a regular meeting. Revisions will be uploaded to 3GU, too. Server address for the meeting follows similare format as for a normal meeting, it will be under the CT1 adhocMeetings folder:

The initial input Tdocs will be scanned till Tuesday, 14th January, 12:00 CET by the CT1 leadership, and the following Tdocs will not be enrolled into the electronic meeting, even if companies have targeted the paper for the e-meeting (companies are kindly asked not to submit such Tdocs to the meeting):

· Tdocs applicable to releases or agenda items which are not on the agenda of the meeting.

· Liaison Statements. These will be postponed to CT1#122.

· Tdocs likely requiring extensive and concept level discussions. These Tdocs should rather be submitted to CT1#122.

2) During the meeting

The electronic meeting will start as indicated above and will be conducted over the CT1 email exploder. The e-meeting will be kicked off by the chairman of the electronic meeting by sending an e-mail to the CT1 email exploder.

Companies are expected to make comments over the CT1 e-mail exploder. 
In order to ask for comments prior uploading a revision to 3GU, draft revisions can be sent to the CT1 e-mail exploder. In addition, the following server/folder can be used to work on drafts (similar to the drafts folder during physical meetings):

Proposed revisions of Tdocs shall be sent on the email exploder by the delegates, and also be uploaded via 3GU to the meeting server.

Delegates that revise a document and get a new revision number via 3GU portal shall drop an email to the chairman with tdoc number of revised tdoc and tdoc number of the revision. 
Only the original authoring company of a tdoc shall revise the tdoc in 3GU.
Status document (Chairman’s notes style) will be provided close to 18:00 CET every day (except for Saturday and Sunday). 
Comments can be made, and discussions can proceed during the weekend (Saturday / Sunday 18th / 19th January). However, you should not expect to get answers over the weekend.
Delegates are encouraged to not revise papers too rapidly after getting comments, but rather acknowledge and collect comments and revise the paper when they find it relevant and convenient for the meeting, e.g. by indicating a time for the next revision.

Documents can be "postponed", "withdrawn", "rejected" and "revised" at any time during the electronic meeting.

In order to allow comments from all parties within the indicated time, a document cannot be marked as "agreed" earlier than the indicted deadline (Wednesday 22nd 16:00 CET). 

3) Document Handling and Decisions
Decision making follows the same principles as for a face-to-face meeting.

There will be no "pre-agreed" revisions during the electronic meeting.

Deadline for providing new revisions is January 21st (Tuesday) 16:00 CET.

Deadline for final comments is January 22nd (Wednesday) 16:00 CET. 
· Initial input contributions that receive neither challenging comments nor a revision by this time are agreed.

· Revisions that receive neither challenging comments nor a further revision by this time are agreed.
Documents not agreed during the electronic meeting will need new submission / tdoc number to CT1#122 if the author of the document wants it to be treated there.

Final status document containing decision/status of all input contributions will be made available on January 23rd (Thursday). 
The electronic meeting has full CT1 approval power. 

Agreed documents will be included in the CT1#122 (Sophia Antipolis) agenda under the respective agenda item. They will be indicated as "agreed". The decision on these tdocs can be revised during CT1#122 in the usual manner, e.g. the agreed tdocs from CT1#121bis-e can be revised during CT1#122. 

Work Items in scope of CT1#121bis-e electronic meeting

CT1#121bis-e electronic meeting will focus on Rel-16 “protoc” type non-IMS/non-MC work items in order to allow for more time for online discussion of tdocs on dedicated Release 16 work items during CT1#122.

The following work items will be handled during CT1#121bis-e electronic meeting:

· SAES16 
· 5GProtoc16
· TEI16 non-IMS
Incoming and outgoing Liaison Statements will not be handled.
The handling of misplaced papers will be announced at the beginning of the electronic meeting by the chairman of the electronic meeting.

Late documents will not be handled during the electronic meeting.
