API publishing function retrieving service APIs from CAPIF core function using Get_Service_API service operation

To retrieve information about the published service APIs from the CAPIF core function, the API publishing function shall send an HTTP GET message to the CAPIF core function. For retrieving the entire list of service APIs, the HTTP GET message will be sent to the collection of service APIs resource representation URI (see details of the resource structure in subclause 8.2.2.1 and details of the GET message in subclause 8.2.2.2.3.2). For retrieving a specific service API, the HTTP GET message will be sent to that service API’s resource representation URI (see details of the resource structure in subclause 8.2.2.1 and details of the GET message in subclause 8.2.2.3.3.1).
Upon receiving the above described HTTP GET message, the CAPIF core function shall 

1.
verify the identity of the API publishing function and check if the API publishing function is authorized to retrieve information about the published service APIs;

2.
if the API publishing function is authorized to retrieve information about the published service APIs, the CAPIF core function shall:

a.
respond with the requested API Information.
