4.6.2.2.1	General
The HTTP method to create a subscription shall be POST. The HTTP method to modify a subscription shall be PUT or PATCH. The HTTP method to delete a subscription (i.e. to unsubscribe) shall be DELETE (see IETF RFC 7231 [6]).
Subscriptions may be implicit, i.e. exist without being explicitly created by a dedicated subscribe operation. 
Two types of implicit subscriptions exist:
1.	The subscription is implied by an explicit registration operation and is valid as long as the registered NF is registered.
2.	The subscription exists without any explicit operation.
Implicit subscriptions cannot be deleted but can be modified, suspended or resumed as a side effect of other operations. 
Editor's Note:	It is ffs whether an implicit subscription can be modified by a service that is different from the service to which the notification belongs. 
As an example for the first type, at the UDM the registered AMF (as long as it is registered) is implicitly subscribed to notification about de-registration and (possibly) P-CSCF restorationsubscriber data changes as side effect of the registration. When no AMF is registered, the implicit subscription is suspended. When an AMF registers, a suspended subscription is resumed (and updated). At AMF change the implicit subscription is modified. At AMF deregistration (purge) the implicit subscription is suspended. 
As an example for the second type, at the UDR any available UDM is implicitly subscribed to notification about changes of provisioned subscriber data. When provisioned subscriber data are modified at the UDR by means of provisioning, the UDR selects one of the available UDMs (i.e. one of the implicily subscribed UDMs) and notifies it about the subscriber data change.
