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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks SA2 for the LS on Serving Node Change.
CT3 studied the answer from SA2 and has the following concern.
SA2 defines the change of MME as Serving Node Change in EPC interworking scenario. But for EPC networks, CT3 already defines AN_GW_CHANGE (S-GW change, ePDG change) to fulfill the requirement of Serving Node Change. The PCEF reports the AN_GW_CHANGE when the S-GW is changed for 3GPP access and the ePDG is changed for Non-3GPP access.
Due to lack of support in GTP to report MME changes, and in order to keep consistencywith current definition, CT3 has agreed to adopt the AN_GW_CHANGE concept in EPC interworking scenario.
SA2 defines the change of AMF as Serving Node Change in 5GS. CT3 understands that new AMF instance identifier needs to be reported when the AMF is changed. CT3 has the following question:
Is there any other core network node than AMF (e.g. N3IWF) reported for 5GS?
2. Actions:
