Procedures for PFD Management

The procedures for PFD management as described in subclause 4.4.10 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [4] shall be applicable for 5GS with the following differences:

description of the SCS/AS applies to the AF;

description of the SCEF applies to the NEF; and

-
the NEF (PFDF) shall interact with the UDR for PFD management by using Nudr_DataRepository service. The PFDF is functionality within the NEF.
-
If the PFDs are provisioned to at least one of the subscribed SMFs (but not all) within the allowed delay, the NEF (PFDF) may notify the AF about the failed PFD provisioning with the HTTP POST message using the failure code "PARTIAL_SUCCESS" as defined in Table 5.11.2.2.3-1 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [4]. If the PFDs are provisioned to none of the subscribed SMFs within the allowed delay, the NEF (PFDF) shall notify the AF about the failed PFD provisioning with the HTTP POST message using appropriate failure code as defined in Table 5.11.2.2.3-1 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [4].
