PCF discovery and selection by the SMF
The SMF selects the PCF for a PDU session. The selected PCF may be the same or a different one than the PCF selected by the AMF.

The SMF may utilize the Nnrf_NFDiscovery service of the Network Repository Function to discover the candidate PCF instance(s). In addition, PCF information may also be locally configured on SMF. The SMF selects a PCF instance based on the available PCF instances (obtained from the NRF or locally configured in the SMF). The following factors may be considered during the PCF selection.

-
Local operator policies (e.g. based on the SUPI range).

-
Selected Data Network Name (DNN).

-
S-NSSAI of the PDU session.
-
MA PDU Session capability of the PCF, for an MA PDU session.
The AMF may, based on operator policies, forward the selected PCF id to the SMF during the PDU Session Establishment procedure to enable the usage of the same PCF for the AMF and the SMF. The SMF may decide based on operator policy either to use the same PCF or select a new PCF. If the same PCF is selected by the SMF, the PCF discovery and selection procedure described above is not performed.
