6. CT chair asked CTx chairs to provide the mechanisms to ensure that there is no room for interpretation when identifying a feature/correction as backward compatible or non-backward compatible in the Working Group. Same conclusions should be reached regardless of the Working Group.

7. CT chair will ensure that SA5 WG is in the loop for the handling of OpenAPI versions. CT report to SA will inform about the need to increase the API version and to update the externalDocs field in the OpenAPI specifications for the SBI TSs.

8. Previously decision on using the same acronyms for all the parts of a feature was not accepted by SA. CT WGs are allowed to use acronyms that are different from the parent feature and thus the use of -CT at the end of the acronym is allowed. This will apply for new future Work Items acronyms. 

9. As per CP-191005, expired IETF draft draft-newton-json-content-rules is to be removed from the Work Plan.

10. Release 17 planning for SA/CT was presented by SA chairman. As per current schedule Rel-17 stage 3 freeze is Q1 2021. It will be discussed at the next CT plenary whether 9 months are needed between the freeze of stage 2 and the freeze of stage 3.

11. CP-190390, Proposals for Better Integration of New Delegates & Vertical Industries, was presented by SA Chairman. The proposals (mentoring, liasons, intro sessions, vertical contacts and guest roles) were widely debated. They will require further discussions, trials and refinement before agreeing on specific roles and activities. The paper was noted.
