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1. Overall Description:

It is specified in the introduction part of 3GPP TS 23.503 that the PCEF of 3GPP TS 23.203 is mapped to the combination of SMF and UPF in 5GC.
 There is no description on which interface should be used when UE is under GERAN/UTRAN. How the SMF/PGW-C could contain the full PCEF, and how the functionality could be provided is also not clearly defined.
There is an assumption that we have mobility between GERAN/UTRAN and EUTRAN, and between EUTRAN and NR. But the mobility among GERAN/UTRAN, EUTRAN and NR is not specified.
CT3 kindly asks SA2 to answer the following questions:
Scenario 1: 
The UE performs initial registration procedure from GERAN/UTRAN.

Question 1: 
Which interface should be selected between the PCEF and the PCF, Gx or N7?
Scenario 2: 
The UE performs mobility from GERAN/UTRAN to EUTRAN and may further move to NR, or vice versa.

Question 2: 
When the UE is under EUTRAN, which interface should be used between the PCEF and the PCF, Gx or N7?
Scenario 3: 
The UE performs the initial attach procedure from EUTRAN. Then it performs mobility from EUTRAN to GERAN/UTRAN and back to EUTRAN again. 
Question 3: 
Could the UE perform mobility from EUTRAN to NG-RAN when the UE further moves to NR?
Question 4: 
When the UE is under EUTRAN, which interface should be used between the PCEF and the PCF, Gx or N7?
