General
Support of HTTP/1.1 (IETF RFC 7230 [x1], IETF RFC 7231 [x2], IETF RFC 7232 [x3], IETF RFC 7233 [x4], IETF RFC 7234 [x5] and IETF RFC 7235 [x6]) over TLS (IETF RFC 5246 [x7]) is mandatory and support of HTTP/2 as specified in clause 5 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [2] is recommended. An V2X application specific server desiring to use HTTP/2 shall use the HTTP upgrade mechanism to negotiate applicable HTTP version as described in IETF RFC 7540 [5].

HTTP/2, shall be transported as specified in subclause 5.3 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [2].

An OpenAPI [6] specification of HTTP messages and content bodies for the VAE_V2X_Message_Delivery is contained in Annex A.
