Clause 4.17.12.3 of TS 23.502 enables a service consumer to provide a binding indication to the service producer as part of a service request if the consumer can also be a service producer for later communication for the concerned context. 
CT4 assumes that binding should also be supported for subscribe/notify service operations, i.e. that a service consumer should be able to provide a binding indication to the service producer when subscribing to notifications, such as to enable the service producer or SCP to discover and select an alternative service consumer within the service consumer's NF set when sending subsequent notifications, e.g. to cover scenarios where the original service consumer is no longer available.   

CT4 kindly asks SA2 group to confirm that it should be possible to provide a binding indication when subscribing to notifications and when sending subsequent notifications, and to update stage 2 accordingly if necessary.
Action proposed by Chair:
Wait for SA2 LS Reply for possible actions.

	In SA2#133 a new Nudr service, Nudr_GroupIdmap, mapping a User Identity to a Group ID, was proposed and it was also suggested as an alternative to extending the existing Nudr_DM service with a new data set.

In the related discussions, concerns were raised that during the stage 3 work complications implied by the design of the Nudr_DM service as a single service for multiple data sets were discovered, in particular related to versioning and handling of backward incompatible corrections. 
SA2 would thus welcome feedback related to the following questions:
*Given the above, it be preferable from the perspective of extensibility, versioning, and backward compatibility to define separate services rather than new data sets for future extensions of the data stored in the UDR?
*If only a small subset of service operations of Nudr_DM is to be used for a data set, is it preferable to define a new service or reuse the existing Nudr_DM service?
*From the perspective of implementation and standardisation effort, are more synergies expected from a single service with multiple data sets, compared to separate data management services with their own service operations that would still follow common design patterns as defined in Table 5.2.12.1-1 in TS 23.502 and TS 29.504?

	SA4 has defined in 2005 a way to declare FEC usage within a SDP file. A first definition can be found in 7.3.2.2 in TS 26.346 V6.0.0 issued in 2005.

The RFC 6364 has been released in 2011. This RFC introduces new parameters and change the semantics of others. Thus SA4 has never decided to switch to RFC 6364 for backward compatibilities reasons. 

In that particular work item in order to be consistent with 3GPP specification and avoid any misinterpretation, it has been decided to reuse existing 3GPP specification. The TR 23.780 which has initiated the use of FEC in MB2 and xMB, take the assumption that the SDP parameters are defined according to TS 26.346 (i.e. no mention of RFC 6364). Thus, the different Stage 2 documents on MB2 or xMB doesn’t mention RFC 6364, but only TS 26.346.

For all these reasons, we strongly recommend to use the SDP parameters as defined in TS 26.346 which would reflect existing implementations of the FEC for MC_Video and keeps the compatibility with all current usage in a 3GPP environment (mainly eMBMS others delivery Methods).

SA4 would thus like to ask CT3 to consider providing an SDP profiling based on 3GPP usage as defined since Release 6 and thanks CT3 for their careful maintenance of 3GPP specifications consistency.

Action proposed by Chair:
LS postponed from CT3#105 as there were no related CRs and to allow further check from companies.
