The PCF is responsible for policy control decisions and flow based charging control functionalities. The PCF provides the following:
-	policies for application and service data flow detection, gating, QoS, flow based charging, traffic steering control, usage monitoring control, access traffic steering, switching and steering within a MA PDU Session, access network information report, TSN port management information container and TSCAI input information and RAN support information to the SMF.
The policy decisions made by the PCF may be based on one or more of the following:
-	Information obtained from the AF, e.g. the session, media and subscriber related information;
-	Information obtained from the UDR; 
-	Information obtained from the AMF, e.g. UE related and access related information;
-	Information obtained from the SMF;
-	Information obtained from the NWDAF;
-	Information obtained from the NEF;
-	information from CHF; and
-	PCF pre-configured policy context.
