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This paper discusses the CT work to support dynamic change of AM policies in the 5GC.
1. Introduction
SA2 is working on the support of dynamic management of group-based event monitoring (TEI17_GroupEventMont) within the Rel-17. The stage 3 work is to be developed by CT WGs.

This paper describes the status of the DMGEM (Dynamic Management of Group-based Event Monitoring) work, summarizes the scope of the work and analyses potential impacts to specifications under CT WGs remit.
2. Dynamic Management of Group-based Event Monitoring
2.1 General

In Release 16 group-based monitoring event, the same event is monitored for all the group member UEs in the group.

For a UE belonging to a group which has an active group-based event configuration, the UE’s event monitoring may be cancelled due to reasons such as the UE’s subscription deleted from the HSS while monitoring is active, or the UE’s authorization for a given even is revoked, or the UE’s event monitoring cancelled, or the UE removed from the group. 

If the Enhanced Multiple Event Monitoring feature is not supported, the event monitoring for all the other members in the group will have to be cancelled upon the UE’s monitoring event cancellation with any of the above reasons. That is, dynamic management of group-based event monitoring is not supported, while such dynamic management is necessary to avoid unexpected event cancellation for the other group members within the group.

Even if the Enhanced Multiple Event Monitoring feature is supported, there is no clear mechanism how the group monitoring event is handled if one or more group members are removed.

This feature proposal in SA2 WG is for EPS currently, to clarify the handling of event cancellation for an individual member or a sub-set of members from a group, and to ensure that event cancellation of some member(s) does not affect other members in the group in TS 23.682. 

2.2 Objective

The objective of the stage 2 work is captured in WID TEI17_GroupEventMont, approved on TSG#88e in SP-200455, which the following solution to solve above issues as follows:

The work item aims to clarify the handling of event cancellation for an individual member or a sub-set of members from a group, and to ensure that event cancellation of some member(s) does not affect other members in the group. 

The detailed objectives are to capture the necessary updates in TS 23.682.
2.3 Status 

The stage 2 specification work has not started yet. 

The expected time for completing the work is 1 SA2 time unit, distributed into two SA2 meetings, one to define the functional description and another one for the procedures and services.
2.4 Potential impacts to CT Specifications

The Stage 3 work shall be started only after the applicable normative Stage 2 work is available.

The following areas of work are expected to be covered:

CT3:

Definition of the handling of event cancellation for an individual member or a sub-set of members from a group, and to ensure that event cancellation of some member(s) does not affect other members in the group.

-  Updates group-based Monitoring Event configuration and report procedure and data structure for MonitoringEvent API via T8 interface. 

CT4:

-
Updates in procedures and AVPs of event cancellation for member(s) from a group, and to ensure does not affect other members in the group.

-  Updates group-based Monitoring Event configuration and report procedure and AVPs interact between the SCEF and the HSS via S6t interface.
-  Analysis potential updates in procedures and AVPs of event cancellation for member(s) from a group-based event monitoring via other interface interact with SCEF or HSS.
3. Conclusion
This paper provides early information to CT WGs about the SA2 work on TEI17_ GroupEventMont within the Rel-17. Stage 3 wise on the core network side, DMGEM feature will primarily impact the network functions and interfaces that are under CT3 remit. Ericsson is willing to drive this work in CT.
