If the PDU session type received within the "pduSessiontype" attribute is "IPvV4" or "IPvV6" or "IPvV4vV6", and no corresponding IP address/prefix is received, the PCF may within the SmPolicyDecision data structure include the IP index information within the "ipv4Index" attribute for IPv4 address allocation and/or "ipv6Index" attribute for IPv6 address allocation based on the user’s subscription from the UDR and operator’s policy.
