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This is a summary of CT#89-e Plenary meeting in relation to CT3 aspects.
1. All CT3 CR packs were approved with the following considerations:

· CR pack on CAPIF-CT, CP-202063, was partially approved with the following revised CR listed below as approved company contribution:
C3-204353      Revised into CP-202208, then into CP-202233 and approved.

· CR pack on NAPS-CT, CP-202070, was partially approved with the following revised CR listed below as approved company contribution:
C3-204351      Revised into CP-202021 and approved.

· CR pack on pfdManEnh, CP-202071, was partially approved with the following revised CR listed below as approved company contribution:
C3-204385      Revised into CP-202205 and approved.

2. The following Release 17 CT3-driven WID were discussed:

· CP-202047, New WID on Authentication and key management for applications based on 3GPP credential in 5G. 

CP-202236 proposed to have the complete feature defined in the same release. However the parent Work Item in this case was part of Release 16. 

After some discussions it was decided to keep the CT part in Release 17 and inform SA about CT decision. The WID was updated with the introduction of CATT & MediaTek as supporting companies and the introduction of the TS number. Final version of the WID in CP-202254 was approved.

The LS to SA under CP-202255 to inform about the approval of the Release 17 WID whereas the stage 2 requirements were part of Release 16  was approved.
· CP-202034, New WID on CT aspects on PAP/CHAP protocols usage in 5GS

This WID was submitted as a company contribution from China Telecom. After some discussions with different opinions on how to proceed with it, the WID was updated with the provided comments and finally approved in CP-202251.

Related contribution from Qualcomm, CP-202204, informing about the Reply LS from SA3 on PAP/CHAP and other point-to-point protocols usage in 5GS was noted.

4. Work Item summary for eNAPIs, CP-202027, has been noted and it is expected that the corresponding WI summary will be incorporated in next version of TR 21.916.

5. As per CP-202235, Administravia, the following information was provided:

a. E-elections: decision still needed by PCG on when to resume them (recommendations sent to PCG). Planned (re)elections on hold till resolved.

b. Release 17 stage 3 shift: Depends on SA & RAN decisions. CT final decision will be made in December.

c. CT WG meetings in Q1 2021: CT Plenary dates are confirmed. Based on that, CT WG chairs have to work on the final dates assuming e-meetings.

d. TEI17-X WIs created in SA2 will be treated as normal WIs in CT. Reusing the same WI code would ease the tracking of the agreed CRs.
e. CT WG ToRs will be updated. Draft versions will be shared for next CT WG meeting. Target for completion is CT#90.

f. 2019 3GPP Excellence Awards were given to Christian Herrero-Verón and Jesús de Gregorio (Congratulations to both!)

6. As per CP-202236, “A feature is like a worm: don’t cut it”, Work Plan Coordinator has presented the drawbacks of splitting a feature in different releases. The contribution makes a proposal based on the principle that “All "vital aspects" of a Feature shall be defined within the same Release”. There was no consensus on these principles and after some discussions the document was noted expecting further discussions in SA Plenary.

7. CP-202009 was the first presentation from Issam Toufik, 3GPP MCC Director, that notified about John Meredith retirement by the end of September and Frédéric Fermin’s new responsibility as Specification manager. The contribution also shows the increased interest in 3GPP with higher number of members, CRs and TSs.

8. CP-202232 includes TR 21.916 (Summary of Release 16 Work Items) that was presented for informal information. Some WI information is still missing, although nothing from CT3 point of view once CP-202027 is incorporated. 

9. As per CP-202010, all Release 17 future dates are at high risk to be delayed, what includes both stage 2 and stage 3 freeze. CT view is that 9 months are needed after stage 2 stabilization, so this would be considered for the decision on the final dates.
