If the time period and/or traffic volume are received from the AF, the SCEF should subscribe to the PCRF on the USAGE_REPORT event.
However, as subclause in 5.6.3.7 of TS 29.514, the events INDICATION_OF_SUCCESSFUL_RESOURCES_ALLOCATION and INDICATION_OF_FAILED_RESOURCES_ALLOCATION as defined in 4G Rx interface are changed to SUCCESSFUL_RESOURCES_ALLOCATION and FAILED_RESOURCES_ALLOCATION in 5G N5 interface, respectively.
