7. As per CP-210281, Administravia, the following relevant information was presented:
· Election procedures: CT#91-e election procedure is recommended to be followed in incoming CT WG meetings that require elections.

· CT WG meetings for Q3 & Q4 will be planned as e-meetings. Final decision for meetings in Q4 will be made in CT#92e.

· CT Chair makes a proposal for the WG/TSG meeting dates until Q1 2022. WG Chairs will check feasibility of the proposal and will make the final decision.

· E-meeting guidance provided to handle the WG meeting will have a specific file name format (CT3 already complies with having a specific document for that purpose).

· CT WG Chairs are encouraged to request the delegates to use name + affiliation when connecting to an online session.

· CT Chair recommends CT WG Chairs to request an inactivity period during weekends in the CT WG meetings (This is already part of CT3 e-meeting existing instructions).

· CT Chair recommends CT WG Chairs to ensure that delegates adopt a respectful and courteous behavior in online sessions.

· CT Chair requires a discussion group with experts from CT/SA WGs for the handling of OpenAPI specifications to define the principles for the design and handling of OpenAPI specifications in 3GPP. The output will be ready by CT#92-e.
8. As per CP-210009, CT Chair informs that 3GPP was tasked to work on alternative solutions to avoid the need for port assignment for (private) 3GPP interfaces by IANA and shows the progress of the related TR 29.835. An LS was received by the possibly affected CT WG groups (CT3 noted the LS in CT3#114-e). CT Chair also informs about the new published RFCs.

9. As per CP-210011, MCC Support Team Report provides data on how CRs and TSs are increasing in the last years and the drop in membership in Q1 2021 compared to 2020. Report on the status of NWM (New Working Methods) project is presented (in-document experience for drafting and collaborating in specifications/discussions in ETSI & 3GPP) , with results in trials & real use cases. First use in a meeting will occur in RAN#91-e. 

CT Chair thanked CT leadership (previous and new one), MCC, delegates & WG Chairs for their commitment to 3GPP success.
