4.2.4	Npcf_AMPolicyAuthorization_Delete service operation
4.2.4.1	General
The Npcf_AMPolicyAuthorization_Delete service operation provides means for the NF service consumer to delete the application UE-registration context.
The following procedures using the Npcf_AMPolicyAuthorization_Delete service operation are supported:
-	Application UE-registration context termination.

*** Next Change ***
4.2.4.2	Application UE-registration context termination
This procedure is used to terminate an application UE-registration context as defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [2], 3GPP TS 23.502 [3] and 3GPP TS 23.503 [ref14].
Figure 4.2.4.2-1 illustrates the application UE-registration context termination.


Figure 4.2.4.2-1: Application UE-registration context termination
When an AF session is terminated, and if the AF application UE-registration context was created as described in clause 4.2.2 or in clause 4.2.6.3, the NF service consumer shall invoke the Npcf_AMPolicyAuthorization_Delete service operation to the PCF using an HTTP DELETE request, as shown in figure 4.2.4.2-1, step 1.
The NF service consumer shall set the request URI to "{apiRoot}/npcf-am-policyauthorization/{apiVersion}/app-ue-contexts/{appUeContextId}".
When the PCF receives the HTTP DELETE request from the NF service consumer, indicating the termination of the AF application UE-registration context information, if the HTTP DELETE request from the NF service consumer is accepted, the PCF shall acknowledge that request by sending to the NF service consumer a "204 No Content".
Afterwards, the PCF shall revert the access and mobility policies allocated for the UE-registration context corresponding to the deleted AF application UE-registration context information. In order to do that, the PCF shall initiate the update of the access and mobility policies procedures specified in 3GPP TS 29.507 [r1].
