The PCF may receive an originating time stamp parameter within the 3gpp-Sbi-Origination-Timestamp header and the maximum wait time within the 3gpp-Sbi-Max-Rsp-Time header which are set by the AMF, with or without the 3gpp-Sbi-Sender-Timestamp header, by the Npcf_SMPolicyControl_Create service request.
NOTE:	The SMF forwards the origination time stamp and the maximum wait timeto the PCF, when received from the AMF to allow the handling of requests which have timed out at the AMF.
Upon receipt of a Npcf_SMPolicyControl_Create request or Npcf_SMPolicyControl_Update request which contains the origination time stamp and the maximum wait time, the PCF should check that the request has not already timed out at the originating entity. The PCF may perform additional similar check before sending the answer. The PCF shoud reject a request that is known to have timed out with the HTTP status code "504 Gateway Timeout" and the protocol error "TIMED_OUT_REQUEST".
