7. As per CP-211321, Administrivia, the following relevant information was presented:

· All WG meetings in 2021 Q3/Q4 are planned as e-meetings.  There was a reminder from CT Chair to take into account that delegates participating in e-meetings and additional discussions need time to consolidate the outcome of their work.

· Release 17 stage 3 work is on track. Any delay in stage 2 will affect stage 3.

· For Release 18 discussions on prioritization and time plane in SA/RAN, CT makes hard recommendation for 9-month gap between stage 2 freeze and Stage 3 completion.
· The following recommendations to WG Chairs are made:
· Please enforce the use of name + affiliation as identifier during online session, whatever the exact format.
· Please enforce an "inactivity period" during the week-end when the meeting for +7 days meeting.
· Please ensure that delegates adopt a respectful and courteous behavior in any circumstance during online sessions.

· For the handling of OpenAPI specifications, the created group to align design principles and documentation procedures in 3GPP is having very low activity. If it is not reactivated, strong guidance will be provided by CT Chair.

· In order to improve the quality of our specifications, Specification rapporteurs and contributors must be familiarized with 3GPP Drafting rules provided in TR 21.801. Contributions should be checked by WID/TS rapporteurs before agreement, and the TSs must be checked by rapporteurs & MCC before being uploaded.
8. As per CP-211009, 3GPP was tasked to study Port Number Allocation Alternatives for New 3GPP Interfaces. TR 29.941 is sent to TSG#92 for Information and will be sent to TSG#93 for approval. 

9. As per CP-211011, MCC Support Team report,

· CT is informed that CT3 MCC Hao Jing is replaced by Dr. Achraf Khsiba on secondment from Organizational Partner CCSA. Achraf will join MCC in June 2021. He will provide technical support for 3GPP CT3. Big thanks to Hao for his excellent job and a warm welcome to Achraf!
· Number of approved CRs has increased more than 50% in three years. The current CR management system is considered unsustainable in the future.

· Within CT, Release 17 has the highest number of affected TSs by Cat F/B/D/C CRs, followed by Release 16. 

· Gender neutrality is introduced in 3GPP Working Procedures, web page and TS 21.801 & TS 21.900, where the term Chairman/Vice-Chairman is being replaced by Chair/Vice-Chair.

· Three Anti-trust law webinars have been scheduled to take place in the last quarter of 2021. Any delegate can participate. Details will be sent when ready.
