[bookmark: _Toc85734171]5.11.2.2.2	S-EES relocating EEC context information from S-EES to T-EES using Eees_EECContextPush_Request operation
Editor’s Note: Service operation description is FFS.
To transfer the EEC context information from T-EES to the S-EES, the S-EES shall send HTTP POST message to the T-EES, with the request URI set to "{apiRoot}/eees-eeccontextpush/v1/eec-contexts/push" as specified in the clause 8.z.2.2.4.2. The request body shall include the EEC Context information and identifier of the S-EES requesting to relocate the EEC Context.
Upon receiving the HTTP POST message from the S-EES, the T-EES shall:
1. Validate the request and verifies if the S-EES is authorized to transfer the EEC context;
2. if the S-EES is authorised, then authorizes the EEC context relocation, based on EEC context identifier in the request;
3. if authorized, the T-EES stores the EEC Context and respond with HTTP "200 No content" status code, indicating that the EEC Context transfer is successful.
