When the VAL server decides to terminate a unicast QoS monitoring subscription, shall initiate an HTTP DELETE message to terminiate the QoS monitoring subscription.
Upon receipt of the corresponding HTTP DELETE message, the NRM server shall interact with the NEF to terminate the QoS monitoring subscription by invoking Nnef_AFsessionWithQoS API with HTTP DELETE message as described in clause 4.4.9 of 3GPP TS 29.522 [r29522] and may invoke Nnef_AnalyticsExposure API with HTTP DELETE message as described in clause 4.4.14 of 3GPP TS 29.522 [r29522].
After the NRM server receivi a successful HTTP DELETE response from the NEF, the NRM server shall remove the unicast QoS monitoring subscription by removing the "{qos-monitoring}" sub-resource, and shall respond to the VAL server with a "204 No Content" status code indicating terminate the unicast QoS monitoring subscription successfully. If the NRM server receiving an error response from the NEF, the NRM server shall take proper handling and respond to t he VAL server with a proper error status code.
