The procedure in Figure 5.5.X-1 is used by NWDAF to subscribe/unsubscribe at NFs in order to be notified for data collection on a related event (s), using Event Exposure Services as listed in Table 6.2.2.1-1 defined in TS 23.288 [2] clause 6.2.2.

1. In order to subscribe to notification(s) of data events from the NF, the NWDAF invokes Nnf_EventExposure_Subscribe service operation by sending an HTTP POST request targeting the resource representing event exposure subscriptions of the NF. The request includes the subscribed events and may include event filter information.
2. 	The NF responds to the Nnf_EventExposure_Subscribe service operation. Upon receipt of the HTTP POST request, if the subscription is accepted to be created, the NF responds to the NWDAF with "201 Created", and the URI of the created subscription is included in the Location header field.
3.	If the NF observes the subscribed event(s), the NF invokes Nnf_EventExposure_Notify service operation to report the event(s) by sending an HTTP POST request with {notificationURI} as Notification URI.
4.   The NWDAF sends an HTTP "204 No Content" response to the NF.
5.	The NWDAF cancels subscription for a (set of) Event ID(s) by invoking the Nnf_EventExposure_Unsubscribe service operation.
5.	In order to unsubscribe to the notification(s) of data events from the NWDAF, the NWDAF nvokes Nnf_ EventExposure_Unsubscribe service operation by sending an HTTP DELETE request targeting the resource "Individual Event Exposure Subscription", to the NF to unsubscribe from data events information. The request includes the event subscriptionId of the existing subscription that is to be deleted.
6.	The NF responds to Nnf_EventExposure_Unsubscribe service operation. If the unsubscription is accepted, the NF responds with "204 No Content".
