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1. Introduction
As per CR S6-220906 (CR#0095) agreed in the last SA6 meeting in April, the description of the procedures happening after the reception of the selected target EAS information should not be included within the description of Eees_AppContextRelocation_SelectedTargetEAS_Declare operation.
2. Reason for Change
Remove the existing descriptions on the procedures carried out by the EES at the reception of the Eees_AppContextRelocation_SelectedTargetEAS_Declare operation. This is already described in details in the related stage 2 provisions in clause 8.8.2.4 of TS 23.558.

4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.558 V1.5.0.

* * * Start of Changes * * * *
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To declare the information about the selected T-EAS information to the S-EES, the S-EAS shall send an HTTP POST request message to the S-EES on targeting the custom URI "{apiRoot}/eees-appctxtreloc/v1/declare" as specified in clause 6.5.3.4 of 3GPP TS 24.558 [14]. The request body of the POST request message (i.e. "Declare" custom operation) includes the AcrDecReq data structure with information about the UE, selected EAS identifier and end point information. AcrDecReq data structure is as specified in clause 6.5.5.2.4 of 3GPP TS 24.558 [14].
Upon receiving the HTTP POST message from the EAS, the EES shall:
1.	Process the EAS request;
2.	verify the identity of the EAS and check if the EAS is authorized to declare the T-EAS information;
3.	if the EAS is authorized to declare T-EAS information, then the EES shall send successful declaration response message to S-EAS;.
a.	send successful declaration response message to S-EAS;
b.	additionally, the S-EES determines the T-EES based on the declared T-EAS information and may notify the EEC using the Eees_ACREvents_Notify service operation as specified in 3GPP TS 24.558 [14].
On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned in the POST response body.
