In order to remove an existing status subscription to the MBS User Data Ingest Session, the NF service consumer shall send an HTTP DELETE request message to the resource URI "{apiRoot}/nmbsf-mbsuserdataing/<apiVersion>/userdataing-sessions/status-subscriptions/{subscriptionId}" as shown in step 1 of figure 5.3.2.7.2-1.
If the MBSF determines the received HTTP DELETE request message needs to be redirected, the MBSF shall send an HTTP redirect response as specified in clause 6.10.9 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [4].
Upon the reception of the HTTP DELETE request message, the MBSF shall:
-	remove the corresponding Individual MBS User Data Ingest Session Status Subscription resource; and
-	respond with HTTP "204 No Content" status code, as shown in figure 5.3.2.7.2-1, step 2.
If the MBSF cannot successfully fulfil the received DELETE request due to an internal error or an error in the HTTP DELETE request message, the MBSF shall send an HTTP error response as specified in clause 6.2.7.
