Upon the occurrence of a previously subscribed event, the MBSF shall invoke the Nmbsf_MBSUserData_Notify service operation to notify the subscribed status change event(s) to the NF service consumer. The MBSF shall send an HTTP POST request with "{notifiUri}" received in the Nmbsf_MBSUserDataIngestSession_Subscribe service operation as the Resource URI and MBSUserDataIngStatNotif data structure as request body that shall include:
-	an event subscriptionId as "subscriptionId" attribute; and
-	description of the notified event as "eventNotifs" attribute.
Upon the reception of an HTTP POST request, if the NF service consumer successfully processed and accepted the received HTTP POST request, the NF Service Consumer shall store the notification and respond with HTTP "204 No Content" status code.
If the NF service consumer determines the received HTTP POST request message needs to be redirected, the NF service consumer shall send an HTTP redirect response as specified in clause 6.10.9 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [4].
If the NF service consumer cannot successfully fulfil the received POST request due to an internal error or an error in the HTTP POST request message, the NF service consumer shall send an HTTP error response as specified in clause 6.2.7.
