Editor's Note: The data type definition for the attribute easFeats is FFS.
2. Reason for Change
The description of “easFeats” attribute states that it indicates the set of service specific features supported by the EAS. Each EAS and its supported features are service specific, which very much depends on the exact application. Each application has different set of features and thus, cannot be standardized as standard set, which are applicable commonly for all the EAS servers, irrespective of the service. So, it is better to define this attribute as string and leave it as placeholder for the EAS/Services to defined or use it for the service specific features. An example, for a gaming application, the features could be single vs multi player, where as in V2X application, the features could be pre-configured vs on-demand platooning.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.558 v1.5.0.
