Procedure after CT3#122e meeting
Status of CT3 work items

E-mail Approval Procedure

· Follow the same procedure/email list as during the meeting for email discussion, revision storage etc.
· Allocate new Tdoc numbers in 3GU for stable revisions.

· Those documents will be postponed till next meeting if no conclusion is reached.
CRs/DP to update the OpenAPI files:

· Rapporteurs will store draft TS versions in zip files by Wednesday, May 25th 13:00 UTC in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Email_Discussions/CT3/CT96e/Draft_TS_Versions. Rapporteurs will indicate on the CT3 reflector when the file is available and will also upload the yaml files (if applicable) in 3GPP Forge (e.g. https://forge.3gpp.org/rep/all/5G_APIs/tree/Rel17-draft-TSG96 for Rel-17 yaml files).
To allow a check via tooling, the file name shall follow the convention as below:

ZIP file:

draft-<TSnumber>-<TSversion>-<revision>.zip

Doc/Docx file:

draft-<TSnumber>-<TSversion>-<revision>-cl/rm

<revision> shall only be included after the initial version.

Example:

First available file: "draft-29558-160.zip", "draft-29558-160-cl.doc" and "draft-29558-160-rm.doc"

First revised file: "draft-29558-160-v1.zip", "draft-29558-160-v1-cl.doc" and "draft-29558-160-v1-rm.doc"

· Rapporteurs will create the final zip file with the assigned Tdoc number, store it by Thursday, May 26th 13:00 UTC in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/tsg_ct/WG3_interworking_ex-CN3/TSGC3_122e/Inbox. Rapporteurs will indicate on the CT3 reflector when the file is available and will also update the yaml files (if necessary) in 3GPP Forge. 
· MCC will do a final check on the final TS versions (only for the new TSs not under change control) stored in the Inbox folder (i.e. C3-223504/3505/3506/3507). After that, MCC will share the TS versions after MCC check in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Email_Discussions/CT3/CT96e/New_TSs_After_MCC_Check.

Chair will send an email to confirm the final status of those Tdocs handled during the e-mail approval procedure, on the CT3 reflector.
Implementation of CRs for TSs under change control

· MCC will implement all the CR(s) agreed in both the CT3#121-e and CT3#122e meetings into the non SBI-related TSs (under change control)
· Rapporteurs will implement all the CR(s) agreed in both the CT3#121-e and CT3#122e meetings into the SBI-related TSs (under change control) but in both the main body and the OpenAPI specification annexes. Rapporteurs will also generate the yaml files by using a proper text editor (e.g. NotePad++)
NOTE:
During implementation of the TSs, changes on the agreed CRs will be identified with the CR number (e.g. via username "CR#0838"), changes on the common aspects (e.g. update of TS version, published Year&Month on the 1st page of the TS) will be identified with user name as "Rapporteur".
· By Thursday, May 26th 13:00 UTC, draft TS versions in zip files will be stored by the MCC and rapporteurs in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Email_Discussions/CT3/CT96e/Draft_TS_Versions. Rapporteurs will indicate on the CT3 reflector when the file is available and will also upload the yaml files (if applicable) in 3GPP Forge. The shared version will also include corrections on the topics identified by the rapporteur in the implementation process. In that case, the rapporteur will describe the changes in the email.
To allow a check via tooling, the file name shall follow the convention as below:

ZIP file:

draft-<TSnumber>-<TSversion>-<revision>.zip

Doc/Docx file:

draft-<TSnumber>-<TSversion>-<revision>-cl/rm

<revision> shall only be included after the initial version.

Example:

First available file: "draft-29512-h70.zip", "draft-29512-h70-cl.doc" and "draft-29512-h70-rm.doc"

First revised file: "draft-29512-h70-v1.zip", "draft-29512-h70-v1-cl.doc" and "draft-29512-h70-v1-rm.doc"

· By Friday, May 27th 13:00 UTC, stable TS versions in zip files will be stored by the MCC and rapporteurs in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Email_Discussions/CT3/CT96e/Stable_TS_Versions. Rapporteurs will indicate on the CT3 reflector when the file is available and will also update the yaml files (if necessary) in 3GPP Forge. 

To allow a check via tooling, the file name shall follow the naming convention as the same as for draft files by replacing “draft” by “stable”.
· MCC will check all the shared stable TS versions (only for the TSs under change control in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Email_Discussions/CT3/CT96e/Stable_TS_Versions). By Monday, June 6th 13:00 UTC, MCC will share the stable TS versions after MCC check in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Email_Discussions/CT3/CT96e/Stable_TS_Versions_After_MCC_Check.
· After the CT#96e plenary, by Wednesday, June 8th 13:00 UTC, final TS versions in zip files will be stored by the MCC and rapporteurs in https://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Email_Discussions/CT3/CT96e/Final_TS_Versions. Rapporteurs will indicate on the CT3 reflector when the file is available and will also update the yaml files (if necessary) in 3GPP Forge (e.g. https://forge.3gpp.org/rep/all/5G_APIs/tree/Rel17-draft-TSG96).

To allow a check via tooling, the file name shall follow the naming convention as the same as for stable files by replacing “stable” by “final”.
· MCC will do a final check and share the list of TSs after MCC check to the reflector.

Handling of OpenAPI files
· Rapporteurs will store the OpenAPI files in 3GPP Forge as per current procedures.

· Rapporteurs should make sure to align the yaml file between the TS and the 3GPP Forge, and indicate on the CT3 reflector if any update.

· Rapporteurs will indicate, on the CT3 reflector, the syntax errors which will be solved by bringing revision to the subsequent CT3 meeting.
NOTE:
All the non-editorial changes/clashes should be revised/solved to the subsequent CT3 meeting, in order to make sure that comments received later (if any) in the CT plenary will trigger the changes only within one CR. Rapporteur and MCC can correct some editorial mistakes during implementation of TS(s) without revision to the subsequent CT meeting.[image: image1.jpg])
