	CT3 and CT4 agreed that the ProblemDetails payload in the HTTP error response should be optional and tables of supported responses in all CT3 SBI and NBI TSs are aligned with that agreement.

However, there are currently some inconsistencies in the provisions related to error handling that needs to be removed:
· the "Application Errors" clause of the ReportingNetworkStatus API specifying that the SCEF shall include in the HTTP status code a "ProblemDetails" data structure is misaligned with the remaining parts of the specification, as the inclusion of a ProblemDetails data structure with the "cause" attribute containing an application error in an error response body is generally optional, unless mandated by service description clause.

In addition, the normative table NOTEs in the tables defining the methods on the resources defined for a particular API are also not necessary and may introduce confusion/misalignments with the service description clauses.
