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	Reason for change:
	In 3GPP TS 29.500 Clause 6.6.3 provides the mechanism for vendor specific extensions for 3GPP 5GC API. NBIs need such a mechanism as well, for example for implementing CAPIF extensions. As per agreed SA6#52-bis-e agreed TS 23.222 CR 0099 namely S6-230296 “Solve CAPIF extensibility EN” clause 4.11.2, CAPIF APIs and associated information flows shall be extensible to support vendor specific functionality and tracked as [AR-4.11.2-d].

IANA PEN including vendor specific Id for organization, e.g. 10415 stands for 3GPP and 13019 stands for ETSI, and extensbile for new organization.

URNs and domain names provide additional pieces of information uniquely identifying a vendor. 

This CR provides the mechanism to meet this requirement.

	Consequences if not approved:
