After the Negotiation for PDTQ procedure, the AF invokes the Nnef_ AsSessionWithQoS service operation or Npcf_PolicyAuthorization service operation to request the applying of the PDTQ policy for existing or new sessions for each UE during the recommended time window.
NOTE 1:	It is expected that the AF requests the same QoS (or at least a similar one) that has been provided during the PDTQ policy negotiation procedure. Otherwise, the time window recommendation in the negotiated PDTQ policy loses the baseline on which it has been derived.
