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1. Overall Description:
As per TS 33.535, cl 4.4.0, 
NOTE:	Roaming aspects are not considered in the present document.

Scenario: As per current SA2 architecture, a roaming UE could connect via 3GPP access in VPLMN and simultaneously connect via Non-3GPP access to HPLMN. 
· When UE establish PDU session via 3GPP access, VPLMN AMF/SMF is selected, and PDU session is treated as roaming. 
· When UE establish PDU session via Non-3GPP access, HPLMN AMF/SMF is selected, and PDU session is treated as non-roaming.

So, there is a possibility that UE could use 3GPP access (VPLMN) related PDU session and connect to AF in the HPLMN to access AKMA services, which should be detected and denied by the Home Network in the current release. 

At the same time allowing UE to connect to AF in the HPLMN to access AKMA services via the Non-3GPP access from above scenario.

CT3 has identified the error scenario and added appropriate application error (attached CR). This is applicable to Rel17. We do understand that SA3 is working roaming enhancement for AKMA in Rel18 but still Rel17 will need restriction for roaming UE as cited in the above scenario. 

CT3 would like to ask:

Question: How the network would identify the PDU session is related to roaming UE (served by VPLMN AMF/SMF) and deny AKMA services in the Release 17? (Please refer to the scenario defined above).
