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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper discusses the definition of the NEF DNAI Mapping API for southbound usage
Introduction
The DNAIMapping API of the NEF can be used by an AF at the NBI and by an NWDAF at the SBI. This raises issues about where and how this API shall be defined.
Discussion
The DNAIMapping API of the NEF is currently defined in 29.122 with inconsistent statements about its possible NF service consumers, i.e. the general clauses claim that the NWDAF can use it while the procedure descriptions restrict its usage to AFs. Further, it is specified in a way that no SBI provisions (e.g. SBI headers, 5GC OAuth2 mechanisms, etc, as defined in 3GPP TS 29.500) apply to it, which is required when the consumer is the NWDAF.
The above issues can be resolved in three possible ways:

Option 1: Remove the NWDAF from the possible consumers of the DNAIMapping API in 29.122 and define the DNAIMapping API for the southbound with SBI provisions separately, e.g. in 29.591.
Option 2: Add the NWDAF as a possible consumer in the procedure descriptions of 29.122 but clarify that in this case the "HTTP usage" (and other related) mechanisms of 29.500 apply.
Proposal

We propose to agree on Option 1 (Nokia has submitted already one related CR and a related UPEAS WID update, and would submit 29.591 CRs at the October meeting), because option 2 would lead to a "polluted" and overcomplicated 29.122 API specification that would have to reference both 29.122 and 29.500 with regard to the applicable HTTP errors/headers etc.
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
