The provision of PCC Rules corresponding to multi-modal services shall be performed as described in clause 4.2.6.2.1 "Provisioning of PCC rules".
For the delivery of multi-modality services, the PCF shall:
-	derive the applicable PCC rule(s) and apply the required QoS as described in clause 4.2.3.22; and
-	when the received Multi-modal service requirements include QoS monitoring rquirements, use the QoS monitoring requirement received from the AF (either directly or via NEF) to generate the authorized QoS Monitoring policy for each flow as described in clause 4.2.3.25.
