The Charging Function (CHF) is part of the Converged Charging System (CCS). The CHF provides the Nchf_SpendingLimitControl service and is specified in 3GPP TS 32.240 [7].
For non-roaming scenarios:
-	provides policy counters for spending limits to the PCF for the UE;
-	provides policy counters for spending limits to the PCF for the PDU session.
For roaming scenarios:
-	for Home Routed roaming scenarios, provides policy counters for spending limits to the (H-)PCF for the PDU Session.

*** Next Change ***
4.1.3.2	NF Service Consumers
The PCF is the known NF service consumer, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.502 [3]. The NF service consumer accesses policy counter status information relating to the subscriber spending from the CHF and uses the status of each relevant policy counter as input to its policy decision as required by the decision logic.
The (H-)PCF for a PDU session in case of non-roaming or Home Routed roaming scenarios performs:
-	uses the status of each relevant policy counter, and optional pending policy counter statuses if known, as input to its policy decision to apply operator defined actions, e.g. modify the SM policy to apply or remove charging conditions, change the URSP rule.
The PCF for a UE in case of non-roaming scenarios performs:
-	uses the status of each relevant policy counter, and optional pending policy counter statuses if known, as input to its policy decision to apply operator defined actions, e.g. modify the UE/AM policy based on the spending limits report.
