Editor's note: The procedure for the SDD_DDContext_Push is FFS and pending to the ENs resolution in stage 2.
To push the DD context to the SEALDD server (e.g., new SEALDD Server), the service consumer (e.g., old SEALDD Server) shall send HTTP POST request message to the "DD Context Instances" resource representation, as specified in the clause 6.A.2.2.3.1. The body of the HTTP POST message shall include the DdContext structure, as specified in the clause 6.A.4.2.2.
Upon receiving the HTTP POST message as described above, the SEALDD server shall:
1.	verify the identity of the service consumer and check if the service consumer is authorized to push the DD context;
2.	if the service consumer is authorized to push the DD context and the DD context relocation information in the request is valid, the SEALDD Server shall:
a.	allocate IP address and port for SEALDD-Uu user plane communication; and
b.	return the 200 OK status code with the DdContextPushResp structure indicating the endpoint on the SEALDD server for the SEALDD-Uu user plane communication;
and
3.	if the SEALDD server is unable to satisfy the request, the SEALDD server shall respond to the service consumer with an appropriate error status code.

Editor's note: The procedure for the SDD_DDContext_Pull is FFS and pending to the ENs resolution in stage 2.
To pull the relocation context from the SEALDD Server (e.g., old SEALDD Server), the service consumer (e.g., new SEALDD Server) shall send HTTP GET request message to the SEALDD server to the Resource URI identifying the "DD Context Instances" resource representation, as specified in the clause 6.A.2.2.3.2.
Upon receiving the HTTP GET message as described above, the SEALDD Server (e.g., old SEALDD Server) shall:
1.	verify the identity of the service consumer and check if the service consumer is authorized to pull the DD context information;
2.	if the service consumer is authorized to pull the relocation context data, the SEALDD Server determines the relevant DD context instance based on the service consumer identity and shall respond to the service consumer with the 200 OK status code with the DdContext structure containing the determined DD context instance; and
3.	if the SEALDD Server is unable to satisfy the request, the SEALDD Server shall respond to the service consumer with an appropriate error status code.
