This procedure is performed when "QoSTiming_5G" feature supported and the AF/NEF request for QoS duration with "qosDuration" attribute and QoS inactivity interval with "qosInactInt" attribute.
NOTE:	The NEF acts as an AF to support the network exposure functionality.
1.	AF/NEF requests to create an AF application session context for the requested service with QoS duration and QoS inactivity interval according to clause 5.2.2.2.2.1.
2.	QoS duration timer is managed by PCF. QoS duration timer is triggered as per "qosDuration" attribute.
3.	Once QoS duration time period is reached, PCF terminate the corresponding policy association rule towards SMF according to the clause 5.2.3.2. The QoS inactivity interval time period triggered in PCF as per "qosInactInt" attribute.
4.	Upon QoS inactivity interval time period is reached, PCF performs the procedure mentioned in clause 5.2.2.2.1 and 
5.	Step 2 to Step 4 is repeated till AF Session termination request is received.
