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1 Overall description
CT3 thanks SA WG4 for the LS on Support of interworking between SA4 RTC and IMS. CT3 would like to inform the following answers to the question from SA4.
Question:
Are there any potential impacts on existing IMS specifications from the above NNI-based solution (connecting the WebRTC-based RTC communication network to IMS network, by applying the interworking model specified in 3GPP TS 29.162), considering that the solution uses the interface of existing 3GPP IMS specification without any modifications?
Answer:
The IM CN Subsystem interworks with SIP (IETF RFC 3261 [2]) based IP Multimedia networks as specified in 3GPP TS 29.162. Therefore, there are no potential impacts on existing IMS specifications from the proposed NNI-based solution, if the interworking function of the RTC communication network supports SIP profile complies with IETF RFC 3261 or 3GPP TS 24.229 and the interworking function is connected to IMS based on the Interworking Reference Model for control plane interworking and user plane interworking specified in 3GPP TS 29.162. Please note that the applicable services/capabilities depend on the IMS operator policy and/or service level agreements.
