If the SMF determines that the existing PDU Session and existing SM Policy Association is not retained (e.g. if the SMF determines that PCF discovery and selection for the Alternative S-NSSAI is to be performed), then the SMF terminates the existing SM Policy Association, and the PCF removes the SUPI to S-NSSAI association from the BSF. Then the SMF establishes a new SM Policy association.

The following procedures using the Npcf_SMPolicyControl_Delete service operation are supported:
-	Deletion of the policy context associated with a PDU session.
-	Report Accumulated Usage.
-	Report Access Network Information.
-	Network slice related data rate policy control.
-	Group related data rate policy control.
-	Network Slice Replacement.
-	When SMF determines that PCF discovery and selection is required for the Alternative S-NSSAI, then the SMF terminates the SM Policy Association for the initial S-NSSAI.
