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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks CT3 for their LS and would like to clarify further what are the charging requirements for SCUDIF.

SA1 acknowledge that the reference to TS 22.115 that was quoted in the LS S1-040719 to SA2 was incorrect since the section highlighted describes charging requirements for IP-multimedia services and not CS multimedia call. However, it has to be noted that this section captures what SA1 wants to do regarding SCUDIF.

SA1 confirms that the requirement about charging for SCUDIF is in line with what was exposed in S1-040719 despite the absence of clear requirement in stage 1 specifications while the LS was sent. 

The requirement is as follows. It should be possible for the network to charge any party when a service change occurs. More specifically, the operator should have the flexibility to charge the party initiating a service change even if this party in not the party that initiated the original call. The operator should have the flexibility as well to apply appropriate charging scheme in case the service change is initiated by the network in the context of a fallback. 

SA1 would like to inform that such requirement has been captured in the attached document S1-050910 (CR to 22.115). SA1 hopes that it will fully clarify the requirement and request CT3 to take it into account. 

SA1 understand as well that such requirement might lead to more complex mechanisms to be specified. CT3 should still try to define such mechanisms and should inform SA1 of any problems they might encounter while defining such mechanisms.
