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The following email was distributed via the CT3 mailing list after the CT#30 meeting.

Dear delegates,
 

1. The CT#30 plenary last week did not experience any major controversies over the CT3 CRs. However, the TS29.163 CR on FCI/BCI interworking caused some turbulence. This CR was agreed in Berlin as C3-050816 and revised after the Berlin meeting based on comments on the CT3 mailing list. It turned out that more corrections were needed and it was finally approved as a late company contribution (T-Mobile), see CP-050659. The original intention behind the CR is assumed to be unchanged. 

2. The WIDs on Gx and Rx interfaces were approved. We need to follow up these WIDs to check if other TSs are affected. E.g. CT1 TS(s) may be affected if there is any UE impacts from QoS mapping and e2e signalling flows. 

3. CT WGs (incl. CT3) should look into the Rel-7 WI on Trace Management, owned by SA5. 

4. A new WID on Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS was approved, CP-050688. May involve e.g. interworking of services not covered by TISPAN R1. We need to analyse more precisely what is the impact on CT3. 
5. The current schedule for Rel-7 is: Completion of stage 2 in March 2006, completion of stage 3 in September 2006. 

6. Joint meetings with TISPAN may be foreseen in 2006. The need for joint meetings/sessions should be assessed and decided at WG level (as we have done in the past).
