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1. Overall Description:

CT3 has discussed how to handle timestamps arriving at the Iu-cs interface from the RNC at the MGW. CT3 would like to ask RAN3 how such timestamps are supplied.

According to RTP RFC 3550:

The timestamp reflects the sampling instant of the first octet in the RTP data packet. If RTP packets are generated periodically, the nominal sampling instant as determined from the sampling clock is to be used, not a reading of the system clock.
However, concerns were raised in CT3 that RNC would not be able to supply a timestamp based on the sampling instant in the UE.

Furthermore, there have been proposals to derive the RTP timestamp at the MGW for the next hop at the Nb interface from the “frame number” of the Iu FP, TS 25.415.
CT3 would like to ask the following related questions:

1. Does the RTP timestamp of uplink PDUs at the Iu-Cs interface reflect the sampling instant of the first octet in the RTP data packet in the UE?

2. Does the RTP timestamp of uplink PDUs jump in case of an inter-MSC handover?

2. Does the IuFP “frame number” of uplink PDUs at the Iu-Cs interface reflect the sampling instant of the first octet in the RTP data packet in the UE?
