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1. Overall Description:

CT3 has discussed proposals to derive RTP timestamps at the Nb interface with IP transport from frame numbers of the Nb Framing Protocols at MGWs that interconnect an AAL2 and an IP area within a 3GPP CS domain. This would require the MGW to inspect the Nb Framing Protocol PDUs continuously for the entire call.

Concerns were raised that such a continuous inspection would contradict architectural principles of TrFO. TS 23.153 describe the TrFO Break Equipment that can be removed after the call set-up is completed. Furthermore, TS 29.232 also states “… the MGW may pass frames transparently through the UP entities; no monitoring of the frames is performed, provided that the terminations are through-connected …”

CT3 could not agree if the quoted specifications under CT4´s responsibility allow or forbid to place the requirement on a MGW to continuously monitor the contents of NbFP PDUs throughout the call.
