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1 Introduction

The paper defines the Mn procedure for H.245 command messages when the H.245 messages are terminated at the MGCF.
2 Discussions
H.245 command message is used to send information to require action but no explicit response. In the multimedia interworking scenario, the H.245 command message of flow control, end session shall be supported. 

The flow control command is used to restrict the upper limit of bit-rate. For example, when the handover/relocation occurs, the bandwidth of the access network is decreased, and the bit-rate need be limited.

The End session command message is used to close the H.245 control channel.
When the H.245 messages are terminated at the MGCF, the H.245 command messages are relayed between the MGCF and the CS side by the IM-MGW, and the MGCF processes the H.245 command message, then, indicates the IM-MGW to control the flow bandwidth, or end session etc.

3 Proposal
It is proposed to add the following text in the draft TR 29.863.
7.3
H.245 Termination at the MGCF
7.3.2.3 Procedure of H.245 Command message
The MGCF shall support the command messages End Session command. And MGCF may support Flow Control command. All these H.245 messages are conveyed between the MGCF and the CS side by the IM-MGW, as described in clause 7.3.1.
7.3.2.3.1        Flow control command
The flow control command is used to restrict the upper limit of bit rate of either a single logical channel or the whole multiplex stream. The MGCF may support the flow control command received from the CS side. 
When the MGCF receives a Flow Control Command from the CS side, if the minimum bit-rate of the current session codec is larger than the bit-rate requested by the H.245 message, the MGCF may release the call, or re-select the codec that can satisfy the requested bit-rate limit. The MGCF may re-negotiate the codec of IMS side.

If the minimum bit-rate of the current session codec is less than the bit-rate requested by the H.245 message, the MGCF may indicate IM-MGW to modify the codec property to satisfy the requested bit-rate limit. The MGCF may re-negotiate the codec of the IMS side also.
7.3.2.3.2       End Session Command

The end session command is used to close the H.245 control channel after all the logical channels have been closed.

The MGCF may send an end session command to the CS side through the IM-MGW to release a call. If the MGCF receives an end session command from the CS side, it shall release the call if the call is in active state.
