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The following information was distributed on the CT3 mailing list after the CT#33 plenary:

Dear delegates,

Please find below my brief notes from the CT#33 plenary relevant for CT3. In general, this was a very peaceful, undramatic plenary, at least from a CT3 perspective.

1. All CT3 CRs were approved. As discussed on the CT3 mailing list before the plenary, there was a technical problem with C3-060394 (Procedure for interworking of non-precondition sessions). The CR was corrected as proposed on the CT3 mailing list and approved as a company contribution, please see CP-060471.

2. All CT3 new and revised WIDs were approved without any changes.

3. An ad hoc, joint CT1/SA1/TISPAN meeting on IMS supplementary services is planned for  27-28 November in Budapest. Interested delegates may want to keep an eye on this event in order to identify possible impacts on TS 29.163.

4. With very few exceptions, all CT WIs now  have a planned completion date no later than March 2007. It is up to SA to decide on the contents and the freezing date of Rel-7. In principle, after the freezing date, missing functionality can only be added based on approved exemptions.

5. A revised CR cover sheet was approved. It will be made available by Seung Don in the normal "templates" area on the document server before CT3#42. Please be sure to use this new template for all your CRs to the Fairfax meeting.

6. It was pointed out that in a CR, a changed clause should be included in its entirety, even if the clause is very long and the change is very small. This is to avoid any ambiguity.
