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1. Overall Description:
CT3 has identified the following impacts on PCC implementation when SIP requests are forked to multiple UEs.

According to 3GPP TS 24.229, when SIP forking occurs multiple 200 OK responses (as a result of forking the request to the public user identity registered from different UEs) may be received by the terminating and/or originating P-CSCF.  In such a case, SIP final response messages or their acknowledgments may be lost between the P-CSCF and UE which may result the P-CSCF to provision the policy control entity (PCRF) with wrong service information eventually leading to call failures.
CT3 emphasizes the importance of resolving such issue and kindly ask CT1 to consider modifying the procedures pertaining to forked responses in order to resolve the aforementioned issue before the Release 7 freeze.

In addition, CT3 reminds CT1 that SA5b has identified similar issues on IMS charging with forked responses.
2. Actions:
CT3 kindly asks CT1 to consider modifying the procedures to forked responses in order to resolve the aforementioned issues.
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
