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DISCUSSION
ITU-T H.324 Annex K contains MONA (Media Oriented Negotiation Acceleration) procedures. 
MONA provides optimized procedures for setting up CS H.324M sessions, and has also been adopted by 3GPP SA4 in TS26.111 for Rel-7. One of the justifications have been to reduce the time it takes to establish sessions using the current 3G-324M procedures.

TR 29.863 currently does not cover interworking of MONA towards IMS.

Ericsson regards MONA as an important feature and improvement, and strongly thinks that the TR should also cover MONA interworking. We believe it would be a mistake not to study it until we start the actual TS work on multimedia interworking, since there may be impacts on the work done so far in the TR, and there may be impacts on the requirements which are intended to be sent to other working groups (e.g. the H.248 work expected to be done by CT4).

MONA contains different "Classes" (Class I, II and III), all with different procedures, which will have interworking impacts – IF interworked. It must be studied whether it is feasible – or even possible – to interwork all Classes, or if is more feasible to do fallback to legacy H.245 procedures in certain scenarios. MONA supports fallback in scenarios where all parties do not support the MONA procedures.
PROPOSAL
Ericsson proposes that MONA interworking shall be studied before the TR is finalized.
