Abstract of document:

TS 29.164 defines interworking procedures between a 3GPP CS domain (see 3GPP TS 23.205 [2]) which applies either BICC or ISUP as signalling protocol, and external networks that use SIP I (see ITU-T Q.1912.5 [18], Profile C) as signalling protocol..
Contentious Issues:

The present document references procedures in TS 29.163 as a base for the SIP-I protocol interworking. However some companies expressed a preference for basing the work directly on Q.1912.5 as this is the specification that external SIP-I networks conform to. No concrete proposals for such alternative versions of the specification exist as yet and it is agreed that this should not be pursued if it substantially delays the completion of the TS.
