Dear delegates,

Please find below a brief summary of last week's CT plenary meeting, CT#35, from a CT3 perspective:

1. All CT3 documents were approved with the following two revisions:

· TS 29.214 contained three references to Annex B which turned out to be the Revision History. Annex B should have been related to Flow Identifiers. We should finalize the proper   Annex B before the next plenary. In the referencing text, Annex B was replaced by "Annex tbd", and the approved version v2.1.0 is CP-070267.

· In the WID on the Mz interface, ZTE was added as supporting company. Approved version is CP-070234.

2. There was a discussion on where to terminate H.245 based on the related LS from CT3 and the discussion papers CP-070176 and CP-070177. An informal voting (show of hands) showed a clear majority for H.245 termination in the MGCF. After this, all companies accepted this solution in order to achieve one standard. The decision is documented in an LS to CT3, CP-070226.

3. There was a proposal to study whether the SAE work split between the CT WGs can be adjusted in order to avoid possible bottlenecks. See CP-070220. CT Plenary requested CT WGs to study work allocation and to propose how the foreseen higher work load can be managed efficiently. All delegates, please discuss this in your companies. Hopefully we can have some offline discussions already in Frankfurt.

4. CT concluded that interworking of CSI capabilities in the MGCF cannot be done in the Rel-7 timeframe. Thus CT3 work on the CSItermS WI will be moved to Rel-8.

5. The WI on Service Level Tracing (SLT) was moved to Rel-8.
