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1. Overall Description:

CT3 has been discussing on the need to have default values for both metering method and reporting level parameters. Since the PCRF has a no clear mandate to send them, there is a need to have a default value known at the PCEF for those cases when the PCRF does not send such an indication.
CT3 realized that stage 2 had a requirement for the charging method (i.e. online/offline charging) to provide the default information from the PCRF to the PCEF. A related CR was approved in CT3 providing the needed updates to allow the PCRF to dynamically set a default value for this parameter at the very beginning of the IP-CAN session.
CT3 has also agreed on a CR that indicates that the PCEF needs to have a default value for these two parameters locally stored and apply this default value for those cases where there is no indication coming from the PCRF.
CT3 kindly asks SA2:

· Does CT3 need to upgrade this CT3 CR to include the same dynamic procedure for Metering-Method  AVP and the Reporting-Level AVP as the one applied for the charging method? By that, the PCRF should send default values to the PCEF in the initial interaction.
