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Introduction
ETSI TISPAN 13tTD339r2 CR10 Use of RAR and RAA commands for Gq’, details a change request with respect to the use of Re-Authorization Request/Answer dialogue. The conclusion of which is that the Re-Authorization Answer message SHALL NOT be used by the AF to enforce a session information change at the SPDF. The reasoning behind this is that the SPDF could not confirm that the session information change was or was not successful.
This change has been accepted by TISPAN.
The use of the RAR/RAA has been derived from the 3GPP specification, 3GPP TS 29.209 V6.6.0 (2006-09) Policy control over Gq interface (Release 6) also known as ETSI TS 129 209 V6.6.0 (2006-09) Policy control over Gq interface. This mandates the use of RAR/RAA to effect a Session Information change at the PDF, as seen in section 5.1.2 Resource Reservation. However, document 29.209 does discuss what should be done if such as session change request were to fail.

The purpose of this Liaison Statement is to draw these ETSI changes to the attention of 3GPP so that they may consider them and determine their applicability in the 3GPP application context.
